Sadly, a lack of supervision by a parent  

or carer is believed to be a contributing 

factor in 70% of all drownings in public 

pools. What’s even more alarming, is that 

drowning is one of the leading causes of 

death in children aged 0-4 years.

Tragedy can strike in a matter of 

seconds, so we must always stay alert 

around water and never leave children 

unattended. Parents must be in the 

water and within arms’ reach of 

children who are under six or weak 

swimmers at all times, I am urging 

parents to give all of their attention  

to their children all of the time when 

visiting our Centres.

Teaching children how to swim and play 

safely in water is extremely important 

and our swim instructors are trained to 

the highest quality. I know how important 

this is to our community and I know it has 

been hard to get into swimming 

programs due to an industry wide 

instructor shortage, but I want our 

community to know we are committed  

to providing access to our potentially 

lifesaving program, and we are doing that 

through the CB Swim School Academy.
